Colossians Study

Intro to Colossains – A study on Colossians.

Paul was writing this from Rome, in Prison. This letter was sent to the Colossians probably because of some problems that rose up among the Colossians with false teachers, that were mixing Oriental mysticism and angel worship. These mystic Christians promised their followers a deeper insight into the spirit world, than the Gospel allowed. Some think that some Alexandrian Jews had appeared at Colosse, bringing with them, the Greek philosophy of Philo's school, combining with it the Rabbinical theosophy and angelology which latter was embodied in the Cabbala.  The purpose of this letter is to show that mans only hope of redemption is found in Christ Jesus.  The Colossians are cautioned against these false teachers, and their  carnal wisdom, and traditions, as not being consistent with the teachings of Christ. 
Col 1:1  Paul (Sha'ul) , an Apostle (signifies one sent) of Jesus Christ by the will of God, and Timotheus our brother, 

Col 1:2  To the saints and faithful brethren in Christ which are at Colosse: Grace be unto you, and peace, from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ. 

Col 1:3  We give thanks to God and the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, praying always for you, 

Col 1:4  Since we heard of your faith in Christ Jesus, and of the love which ye have to all the saints, 

Col 1:5  For the hope which is laid up for you in heaven, whereof ye heard before in the word of the truth of the gospel; 

Col 1:6  Which is come unto you, as it is in all the world; and bringeth forth fruit, as it doth also in you, since the day ye heard of it, and knew the grace of God in truth: 

We are told here that when this gospel is preached there will be fruits. Paul tells us that this gospel has brought forth fruit in other nations, and now it has come to them. All that hear the gospel should bring forth fruit, that is, by being obedient to it. Matt. 3:8 John warns those that hear the good news to, “bring forth therefore fruits meet for repentance.”
Wherever the gospel is preached, if it is preached in truth, will bring forth good fruits. Hebrews 5:9 says, “And being made perfect, he became the author of eternal salvation unto all them that obey him; Luke 13:3 Jesus commands us to Repent. If the gospel has brought forth fruit in you? Then it will in others.

Col 1:7  As ye also learned of Epaphras our dear fellowservant, who is for you a faithful minister of Christ; 

Here Paul speaks of a brother minister, “Epaphras” as a “dear fellow servant.” He speaks of this man with great respect and love. This is how we should treat one another in Christ. This man, Epaphras is doing the same kind of work as Paul is. He is what the Bible calls a fellow-laborer in the work of the Lord. Jesus tells us that we are to love one another, and to be patient with one another. 1 Cor. 13:1-8 We must be open to one another and be teachable. We must not ever put mans words or work above God’s word. We are all co-laborers in the work of the Lord. Ask your self what you are doing for him?

Col 1:8  Who also declared unto us your love in the Spirit. 


All true Christians are family. They love and protect one another. True Christians live by the fruits of the Spirit. Love, Joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith, meekness, temperance, these are the fruits of real Christians. Christians live in an attitude of prayer for one another. We must pray for one another that our spiritual eyes will be opened and that we will understand what God’s will is. 

Col 1:9  For this cause we also, since the day we heard it, do not cease to pray for you, and to desire that ye might be filled with the knowledge of his will in all wisdom and spiritual understanding; 

Col 1:10  That ye might walk worthy of the Lord unto all pleasing, being fruitful in every good work, and increasing in the knowledge of God; 

We must live to please the Lord, and to bring forth good fruit. When we live for God, and obey Him, we bring Him honor. We are to be examples of Christ wherever we are and with whatever we are doing. Learning His word and applying it to our lives produces Godly wisdom and caricature. This will bring glory to God and His word. 

Col 1:11  Strengthened with all might, according to his glorious power, unto all patience and longsuffering with joyfulness; 

Col 1:12  Giving thanks unto the Father, which hath made us meet to be partakers of the inheritance of the saints in light: 

Col 1:13  Who hath delivered us from the power of darkness, and hath translated us into the kingdom of his dear Son: 

Col 1:14  In whom we have redemption through his blood, even the forgiveness of sins: 

As Christians we will have good fruits or works. Not that we are saved by doing good works. But good works will always follow a true believer the same way a good apple will have a sweet taste and a bad apple will taste rotten. We are freed from the kingdom of Satan and delivered from his power and translated into God’s kingdom through Jesus and endued with His power to over come Satan.

We where slaves to satan, but know through Christ we are slaves to God. It is only through His (Christ) blood that we have forgiveness of sins. It was through His blood that He freed us from sin and Satans power.

Col 1:15  Who is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of every creature: 

Col 1:16  For by him were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in earth, visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or powers: all things were created by him, and for him: 

Col 1:17  And he is before all things, and by him all things consist.

Here he speaks of Jesus as being the visible image of the invisible God. He is God in the flesh. John also confirms this in his writings. John 1:1-3

“In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. The same was in the beginning with God. All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was made.”

Paul tells us just as John does, that all things were made by him. Making Him the Lord God Almighty creator of heaven and earth. 

Col 1:18  And he is the head of the body, the church: who is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead; that in all things he might have the preeminence. 

Col 1:19  For it pleased the Father that in him should all fulness dwell; 

Col 1:20  And, having made peace through the blood of his cross, by him to reconcile all things unto himself; by him, I say, whether they be things in earth, or things in heaven. 

Christ is the head, we are the body. The head is not separate from the body, they are one in as far as a unit go.  Just as a vine has branches, Christ has the Church. The branches and vine are one plant. But the branches are not the vine and the vine is not the branch. The branches get its life from the vine. Every thing inside the vine is available for the branches. In the same way, all the fullness of God dwelt in Christ and in us. (see Col. 2:9,10)

Col 1:21  And you, that were sometime alienated and enemies in your mind by wicked works, yet now hath he reconciled 

Col 1:22  In the body of his flesh through death, to present you holy and unblameable and unreproveable in his sight: 

Col 1:23  If ye continue in the faith grounded and settled, and be not moved away from the hope of the gospel, which ye have heard, and which was preached to every creature which is under heaven; whereof I Paul am made a minister; 

God has redeemed us through the blood of Christ. We now turn from a life of wicked works to a life of works that glorify God. We are free from the power of sin and have become slaves to God, through Christ. We are now holy, unblameable and unreprovable in God’s sight through the death of Christ. That is as long as we continue in the faith. Being grounded in scripture and firmly settled in the doctrine of and hope of the gospel.

Col 1:24  Who now rejoice in my sufferings for you, and fill up that which is behind of the afflictions of Christ in my flesh for his body's sake, which is the church: 

Col 1:25  Whereof I am made a minister, according to the dispensation of God which is given to me for you, to fulfil the word of God; 

Col 1:26  Even the mystery which hath been hid from ages and from generations, but now is made manifest to his saints: 

Col 1:27  To whom God would make known what is the riches of the glory of this mystery among the Gentiles; which is Christ in you, the hope of glory: 

Col 1:28  Whom we preach, warning every man, and teaching every man in all wisdom; that we may present every man perfect in Christ Jesus: 

Col 1:29  Whereunto I also labour, striving according to his working, which worketh in me mightily. 


Paul rejoices in the sufferings that he has endured for the gospel. He explains that God has made the mystery of the gospel known unto us that love and obey him. 

      Eph. 1:9 Having made known unto us the mystery of his will, according to his good pleasure which he hath purposed in himself:  

      Eph. 3:3  How that by revelation he made known unto me the mystery; (as I wrote afore in few words, 


Ephesians 6:18-20


 Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, and watching thereunto with all perseverance and supplication for all saints;


 And for me, that utterance may be given unto me, that I may open my mouth boldly, to make known the mystery of the gospel,


For which I am an ambassador in bonds: that therein I may speak boldly, as I ought to speak.


 Col. 1:26  Even the mystery which hath been hid from ages and from generations, but now is made manifest to his saints: 



Romans 16:25-26


Now to him that is of power to stablish you according to my gospel, and the preaching of Jesus Christ, according to the revelation of the mystery, which was kept secret since the world began,


But now is made manifest, and by the scriptures of the prophets, according to the commandment of the everlasting God, made known to all nations for the obedience of faith:


"I will open my mouth in parables; I will utter things which have been kept secret from the foundation of the world" (Matthew 13:35). 


Proverbs 1:23  Turn you at my reproof: behold, I will pour out my spirit unto you, I will make known my words unto you. 

Acts 2:38 Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost.  For the promise is unto you, and to your children, and to all that are afar off, even as many as the Lord our God shall call.


1 Corinthians 2:9-13


But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love him.


 But God hath revealed them unto us by his Spirit: for the Spirit searcheth all things, yea, the deep things of God.


For what man knoweth the things of a man, save the spirit of man which is in him? even so the things of God knoweth no man, but the Spirit of God.


Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the spirit which is of God; that we might know the things that are freely given to us of God.


Which things also we speak, not in the words which man's wisdom teacheth, but which the Holy Ghost teacheth; comparing spiritual things with spiritual.


The mystery of the gospel is revealed to us through His Spirit and Word as we follow and obey God.


”The idea that Gentiles should be on exactly the same plane as Israelites and, furthermore, in the intimate relationship as being members of the same body, is absolutely foreign to the Old Testament. According to Isaiah 61:5,6, the Gentiles are pictured as being the servants and Israel as the priests of God. While it is true that the Gentiles were promised blessings in the future millennial kingdom, they are never given equality with the Jews in the Old Testament” (Walvoord, The Church in Prophecy, pp. 46-47).


We have been grafted in with the Jewish believers. Most people view Christ as way up in the sky and fare away. But the mystery of the gospel is that Christ is one with us. He lives in us and speaks to us every day. The question is, are you listening? 

John 15:15 …for all things that I have heard of my Father I have made known unto you.

John 14:26  “But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you.”

Col 2:1  For I would that ye knew what great conflict I have for you, and for them at Laodicea, and for as many as have not seen my face in the flesh; 

Col 2:2  That their hearts might be comforted, being knit together in love, and unto all riches of the full assurance of understanding, to the acknowledgement of the mystery of God, and of the Father, and of Christ; 

Col 2:3  In whom are hid all the treasures of wisdom and knowledge. 

Col 2:4  And this I say, lest any man should beguile you with enticing words. 

Col 2:5  For though I be absent in the flesh, yet am I with you in the spirit, joying and beholding your order, and the stedfastness of your faith in Christ. 

Col 2:6  As ye have therefore received Christ Jesus the Lord, so walk ye in him: 

Col 2:7  Rooted and built up in him, and stablished in the faith, as ye have been taught, abounding therein with thanksgiving. 


As we draw near to God through His word and prayer we will have the mystery of the word revealed to us. But Paul warns us to be careful of those that would deceive us with enticing words. We are to walk in the Spirit (walk as Jesus walked). The only way to be rooted and built up in him is through studying the Word and prayer. It is said that prayer waters the word. A man that studies and does not pray is just asking to be deceived. Also a man that prays without studying His word is tempting satan to deceive him.  The more of God’s word we have in us the greater will be his power.  Scripture tells us that the gospel is hid from the proud and unbelievers, but is revealed to those who walk with Him. God has placed His commandment on the hearts of His children. Those that know Him, obey Him.

Col 2:8  Beware lest any man spoil you through philosophy and vain deceit, after the tradition of men, after the rudiments of the world, and not after Christ. 

Paul warns us that there are those that seek to lead others astray by philosophy and vain, or empty deceit after the traditions of men. Mark 7:13  “Making the word of God of no effect through your tradition, which you have delivered: and many such things do you.”

We must be more in love with God and His word than the traditions and doctrines of men. 

Col 2:9  For in him dwelleth all the fulness of the Godhead bodily. 

Col 2:10  And ye are complete in him, which is the head of all principality and power: 

Col 2:11  In whom also ye are circumcised with the circumcision made without hands, in putting off the body of the sins of the flesh by the circumcision of Christ: 

Col 2:12  Buried with him in baptism, wherein also ye are risen with him through the faith of the operation of God, who hath raised him from the dead. 

Col 2:13  And you, being dead in your sins and the uncircumcision of your flesh, hath he quickened together with him, having forgiven you all trespasses; 

Col 2:14  Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances that was against us, which was contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross; 

Col 2:15  And having spoiled principalities and powers, he made a shew of them openly, triumphing over them in it. 

We are now new creations in Christ. It was not God’s law that was nailed to the cross, but it was our “trespasses” and the “record of debt” (our sins) that were nailed there. (sin is defined as transgression of the Law/Torah)

Romans 7:7

 What shall we say then? Is the law sin? God forbid. Nay, I had not known sin, but by the law: for I had not known lust, except the law had said, Thou shalt not covet.

1 John 3:4

Whosoever committeth sin transgresseth also the law: for sin is the transgression of the law. Because we have all sinned and are guilty of breaking God’s law we deserve death. Romans 6:23   Because Jesus died on the Cross, our punishment has been nailed to the cross. The “handwriting of ordinances” is not the 10 commandments that Yahweh wrote with His own finger, but the ordinances that were handwritten by man. The scripture says that the “handwriting of ordinances” are “against us, contrary to us.” This proves it was not the 10 commandments. For David says in Psalms, "O, How love I Thy Law! it is my meditation all the day" (Ps. 119:97). We see in the book of Revelation that God’s law is still in effect.  (Rev. 12:17, 14:12, 22:14) The “handwriting of ordinances” were the traditions and doctrines of men. (Talmud’s)

“The word from which ordinances is translated is the Greek dogma, and it occurs six times in the New Testament. Vine’s Expository Dictionary of New Testament Words says of dogma, "Primarily denoted an opinion or judgment (from dokeo, to be of opinion). Hence, an opinion expressed with authority, a doctrine, ordinance, or decree." Furthermore, it is used in the Bible to be the doctrine, decree, or teaching of man. "Ordinances" here is a man-made teaching. It is not Yahweh-ordained law.” (source: http://www.yrm.org/handwriting-ordinances.htm)

Col 2:16  Let no man therefore judge you in meat, or in drink, or in respect of an holyday, or of the new moon, or of the sabbath days: 

If one takes these verses out of context, one might conclude that Paul is talking about people who are judging the church of Colossae for not observing the Sabbath, Feasts, and dietary instructions found in the Torah, thus implying that a lack of observance of those particular commandments isn't a big deal and that we shouldn't let others judge us for not adhering. However, as we saw above in verse 8 (and we'll also see again in the next verse), the people about whom Paul is warning are those who are trying to lead the church of Colossae astray by “human tradition,” empty deceit, and philosophy (not God's commandments, because God's commandments aren't “human tradition”). In fact, one could make the argument, based on context, that these false teachers were judging the church of Colossae for keeping the Sabbath, Feasts and dietary instructions, or maybe judging them for how they keep these commandments. Either way, taking these verses out of context and using them as a proof text to support a doctrine that it's no longer a big deal to keep these commandments is a weak case, especially considering what the rest of the Bible says in regards to these commandments being valid and applicable for all of YHWH's people forever (e.g. Psalm 119:160).

Col 2:17  Which are a shadow of things to come; but the body is of Christ. 

It's also worth noting that the commandments mentioned here are referred to as a "shadow of things which are to come", not “were” to come. God's people will be keeping the Sabbath and Feasts in the future when Yeshua returns (e.g. Isaiah 66; Zech 14). Also, referring to said commandments as a “shadow” does not reduce their importance, as ALL of the commandments are about Yeshua and have ALWAYS BEEN about Yeshua. He is the “Word made flesh,” after all. No true follower of Messiah worships the commandments; they worship Messiah by their adherence to His Word (John 14:15). Yeshua's Word is the same as His Father's Word, because He and the Father are one (John 10:30, John 12:49). It is true that commandants like the Sabbath, Feasts and dietary instructions are called a "shadow;" However, the only way to get rid of the shadow is to get rid of the one casting it.

Col 2:18  Let no man beguile you of your reward in a voluntary humility and worshipping of angels, intruding into those things which he hath not seen, vainly puffed up by his fleshly mind, 

Here Paul is warning the church of Colossae that there are men that would come in to them and deceive them through human traditions and the worshiping of angels. The Bible warns about those that promote rebellion against God and His commandments (Deuteronomy 13:4-5). It makes no sense that men teach that in verses 16 and 17 of this chapter that God doesn’t care about us keeping His commandments anymore. Jesus tells us that nothing in the Old Testament (Torah) shall pass away until Heaven and Earth pass away. (Matt. 5:17-19)

Earlier, in verses 4 and 8, Paul refers to “any man” (most likely unbelieving Jews, or pagans) who try to beguile you, spoil you after the tradition of man, etc. He continues this thought in verses 16-17, when he warns the Colossians to let “no man” judge you about the Christian behaviors and scriptural holy days which are there to teach us (foreshadow) things to come, that only the body of Christ, defined as the church in verses 1:18 and 1:24, is fit to make these judgments. (King James says “the body is of Christ” with the word “is” in italics, meaning that it was not in the original text. The translators added it, but it confuses the meaning by being there.)  This passage, as shown by the context, is simply telling us that by being baptized, we become dead to our former sins, the record of those sins have been nailed to the cross, and we shouldn’t let any man outside the church judge us for being obedient to the word of God.  

To confirm any interpretation of scripture, it is always best to see if the rest of the Bible confirms or contrasts with the interpretation. What does the rest of the Bible say Jesus came to do, and about his relationship to the law? From the lips of John the Baptist in John 1:29, “Behold the Lamb of God who taketh away the sin of the world.”  Isaiah 53:10 says that He will be “an offering for sin.” In Matthew 26:28 Jesus himself said that his blood was shed “for the remission of sins.” 1 John 1:7 says that His blood “cleanses us from all sin”, 1 John 3:5 says “he was manifested to take away our sins”, and Revelation 1:5 says he “washed us from our sins in his own blood.” There are no texts that say He came to do away with the law, because it would contradict the new covenant that the law is now to be written in our hearts. In fact, He confirms this in Matthew 5:17, “Think not that I have come to destroy the law…” John 1:1-3 tells us that He was the Word of God, with God from the beginning, and through Him all things were made. Why would He come to destroy what He made?  

Col 2:19  And not holding the Head, from which all the body by joints and bands having nourishment ministered, and knit together, increaseth with the increase of God. 

Col 2:20  Wherefore if ye be dead with Christ from the rudiments of the world, why, as though living in the world, are ye subject to ordinances, 

Col 2:21  (Touch not; taste not; handle not; 

Col 2:22  Which all are to perish with the using;) after the commandments and doctrines of men? 

Col 2:23  Which things have indeed a shew of wisdom in will worship, and humility, and neglecting of the body; not in any honour to the satisfying of the flesh. 

Here Paul is talking about the traditions and doctrines of men. Not the Old Testament and the Laws of God. The Talmud is full of laws about what you can or cannot touch, taste and handle. If Paul was referring to the laws of Moses half of the Bible would contradict the other. This is not true.
Col 3:1  If ye then be risen with Christ, seek those things which are above, where Christ sitteth on the right hand of God. 

Col 3:2  Set your affection on things above, not on things on the earth. 

Col 3:3  For ye are dead, and your life is hid with Christ in God. 

Col 3:4  When Christ, who is our life, shall appear, then shall ye also appear with him in glory. 

We as Christians are free from all the ceremonial and man made laws. So we are free to walk with Jesus and our Heavenly Father, through obedience through His Word. We are dead to sin and alive in Christ. The power of sin has been broken. Those that are Christians are more concerned with the things of God than the things of this world. His desire is for the will of God to be done in his life. When Christ appears we will be changed in a moment, and we will be with him in glory.

Col 3:5  Mortify therefore your members which are upon the earth; fornication, uncleanness, inordinate affection, evil concupiscence, and covetousness, which is idolatry: 

Col 3:6  For which things' sake the wrath of God cometh on the children of disobedience: 

Col 3:7  In the which ye also walked some time, when ye lived in them. 

Col 3:8  But now ye also put off all these; anger, wrath, malice, blasphemy, filthy communication out of your mouth. 

Col 3:9  Lie not one to another, seeing that ye have put off the old man with his deeds; 

Col 3:10  And have put on the new man, which is renewed in knowledge after the image of him that created him: 

Col 3:11  Where there is neither Greek nor Jew, circumcision nor uncircumcision, Barbarian, Scythian, bond nor free: but Christ is all, and in all. 

We are to put to death our members by resisting them and walking in the Spirit. We must oppose all fleshly temptations that would lead us to greave our Lord and His Spirit. We must resist the devil and put on the new man, which is Christ Jesus and make no provision for the flesh, to fulfill it’s evil desires.
If we do not kill our sins, they will kill us. 

Col 3:12  Put on therefore, as the elect of God, holy and beloved, bowels of mercies, kindness, humbleness of mind, meekness, longsuffering; 

Col 3:13  Forbearing one another, and forgiving one another, if any man have a quarrel against any: even as Christ forgave you, so also do ye. 

Col 3:14  And above all these things put on charity, which is the bond of perfectness. 

Col 3:15  And let the peace of God rule in your hearts, to the which also ye are called in one body; and be ye thankful. 

Col 3:16  Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly in all wisdom; teaching and admonishing one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing with grace in your hearts to the Lord. 

Col 3:17  And whatsoever ye do in word or deed, do all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God and the Father by him. 

We are to love one another. Those that are born again, who are the elect of God, are to be compassionate toward each other. Though disagreements may start. We must forgive one another. We are to imitate Christ. Just as He forgave us, we are to forgive those that hurt or disappoint us. We are to walk in peace. The peacemakers shall be called the children of God. Matt. 5:9
We are to encourage each other and build each other up in the Word of God.
Whatever we do we must do it in the name of the Lord.

Col 3:18  Wives, submit yourselves unto your own husbands, as it is fit in the Lord. 

Col 3:19  Husbands, love your wives, and be not bitter against them. 

Col 3:20  Children, obey your parents in all things: for this is well pleasing unto the Lord. 

Col 3:21  Fathers, provoke not your children to anger, lest they be discouraged. 

Col 3:22  Servants, obey in all things your masters according to the flesh; not with eyeservice, as menpleasers; but in singleness of heart, fearing God: 

Col 3:23  And whatsoever ye do, do it heartily, as to the Lord, and not unto men; 

Col 3:24  Knowing that of the Lord ye shall receive the reward of the inheritance: for ye serve the Lord Christ. 

Col 3:25  But he that doeth wrong shall receive for the wrong which he hath done: and there is no respect of persons. 

We are to treat our wives as Christ treats His Church. Wives are supposed to submit to their husbands as the Church is subject to Christ. Husbands are to love and protect their wives. Men are not to be severe or Lord it over their wives, but to show tender affection to them. Our Children are to obey their parents and honor them. When we discipline our children we must do it in love, so that they don’t get discouraged or angry and rebel. What ever we do we do it as though we are doing it for God, and not to other men. We are to live in such a way that we will not bring reproach on the gospel.

Col 4:1  Masters, give unto your servants that which is just and equal; knowing that ye also have a Master in heaven.

We are to treat our employees as equal and fare. We are to treat them kind and not take advantage of them. For we have a master in heaven that we will give an account to. Deal with others the way you would have them deal with you.

Col 4:2  Continue in prayer, and watch in the same with thanksgiving; 

Col 4:3  Withal praying also for us, that God would open unto us a door of utterance, to speak the mystery of Christ, for which I am also in bonds: 

Col 4:4  That I may make it manifest, as I ought to speak. 

Col 4:5  Walk in wisdom toward them that are without, redeeming the time. 

Col 4:6  Let your speech be alway with grace, seasoned with salt, that ye may know how ye ought to answer every man. 

We need to be fervent in prayer. We need to stay in the word and be ready to give an answer to every man for the hope that is in you. Pray that you can communicate the gospel to those in sin. Don’t waste time, redeem your time by staying busy in the things of the Lord. Win the lost at any cost.

Col 4:7  All my state shall Tychicus declare unto you, who is a beloved brother, and a faithful minister and fellowservant in the Lord: 

Col 4:8  Whom I have sent unto you for the same purpose, that he might know your estate, and comfort your hearts; 

Col 4:9  With Onesimus, a faithful and beloved brother, who is one of you. They shall make known unto you all things which are done here. 

Col 4:10  Aristarchus my fellowprisoner saluteth you, and Marcus, sister's son to Barnabas, (touching whom ye received commandments: if he come unto you, receive him;) 

Col 4:11  And Jesus, which is called Justus, who are of the circumcision. These only are my fellowworkers unto the kingdom of God, which have been a comfort unto me. 

Col 4:12  Epaphras, who is one of you, a servant of Christ, saluteth you, always labouring fervently for you in prayers, that ye may stand perfect and complete in all the will of God. 

Col 4:13  For I bear him record, that he hath a great zeal for you, and them that are in Laodicea, and them in Hierapolis. 

Col 4:14  Luke, the beloved physician, and Demas, greet you. 

Col 4:15  Salute the brethren which are in Laodicea, and Nymphas, and the church which is in his house. 

Col 4:16  And when this epistle is read among you, cause that it be read also in the church of the Laodiceans; and that ye likewise read the epistle from Laodicea. 

Col 4:17  And say to Archippus, Take heed to the ministry which thou hast received in the Lord, that thou fulfil it. 

Col 4:18  The salutation by the hand of me Paul. Remember my bonds. Grace be with you.
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
