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Can a man be lost once he was saved? Is it possible to be a Christian and still sin? Did Christ really beak the power of sin? If he did do we have any more excuses to live in it? 

The Works of The Law

This brings me to another point. Many think that the works of the law are the same thing as the works of the flesh. They use the verse: “Therefore by the deeds of the law there shall no flesh be justified in his sight: for by the law is the knowledge of sin.” Romans 3:20 Paul here is saying that we cannot justify ourselves in the sight of God by trying to be good and obeying God outside of Christ. First of all, anyone that tries to obey God without a regenerated spirit will find his experience as that of the man Paul refers to in chapter 7 of Romans. He will not have the strength to stay or obey. Second, even if he could, he still has the stain of sin from breaking God’s laws to begin with. This is why no flesh will be justified in God’s sight. For all of us have sinned. The law of God points this out to us, and shows us our guilt before God. But at no point does God ever belittle his commandments or say they don’t apply anymore. 


 1 Corinthians 7:19 “Circumcision is nothing and uncircumcision is nothing, but keeping the commandments of God is what matters.”  

Matthew 19:17 “And he said unto him, Why callest thou me good? there is none good but one, that is, God: but if thou wilt enter into life, keep the commandments.” Here was Jesus chance to tell the rich young ruler to just say this little prayer and ask me into your heart. But what did He do? He showed him the commandments. Why? Because they still stand! Jesus said, “Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come to destroy, but to fulfill.” Or making it complete. Matt. 5:17  What did Jesus come to do? To fulfill the law! How? By making it a part of us. As 
Jeremiah 31:33 “But this shall be the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel; After those days, saith the LORD, I will put my law in their inward parts, and write it in their hearts; and will be their God, and they shall be my people.”


Hebrews 10:16 “This is the covenant that I will make with them after those days, saith the Lord, I will put my laws into their hearts  and in their minds will I write them.” 


Hebrews 8:10 “For this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, saith the Lord; I will put my laws into their mind, and write them in their hearts: and I will be to them a God, and they shall be to me a people.”


Romans 2:13-15 (For not the hearers of the law are just before God, but the doers of the law shall be justified. For when the Gentiles, which have not the law, do by nature the things contained in the law, these, having not the law, are a law unto themselves: Which shew the work of the law written in their hearts, their conscience also bearing witness, and their thoughts the mean while accusing or else excusing one another;)


The word tells us that God through faith in Christ has put the law in our hearts. This is what happens to the Christian, he becomes a living epistle read of all men. 

2 Cor. 3:2 “Ye are our epistle written in our hearts, known and read of all men:”

 
The Word tells us that through faith in Christ we will keep the commandments of God.

“Let no debt remain outstanding, except the continuing debt to love one another, for he who loves his fellowman has fulfilled the law.  The commandments, “Do not commit adultery,” “Do not murder,” “Do not steal,” “Do not covet,” and whatever other commandment there may be, are summed up in this one rule: “Love your neighbor as yourself.” Love does no harm to its neighbor. Therefore love is the fulfillment of the law” Romans 13:8-10


Many people are told that to walk in love, or in the Spirit is to be legalistic. Paul tells us that if we walk in the Spirit we will not fulfill the lust of the flesh. “This I say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfill the lust of the flesh.” Gal. 5:16 


How can people be so blind to the truth? John told us how to tell if someone really knew the Lord. He told us that the man that knows the Lord will keep His commandments. He also said that the man who says he is a Christian or knows the Lord and does not keep them is a lyre and the truth (Jesus) is not in him. “And hereby we do know that we know him, if we keep his commandments. He that saith, I know him, and keepeth not his commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him.” 1 John 2:3,4


Even though the Bible teaches that if we live to the flesh or walk in the flesh we will die. Today’s false prophet teachers are telling people “you won’t surely die”. The same lie Satan told Eve in the garden. The truth is that Jesus frees us from our sins, not in our sins. Yet many people are being taught that we will continue to practice sin until the day we die. 


This is how many pastors in our pulpits are preaching today. One day they tell the people that Christ has set them free from sin. The next day the people are told they are still slaves to it. How confusing. The Word must flow in harmony, never contradicting it’s self.


Works of the Law mentioned in: Gal. 3:5, 2:16, 3:10, 3:2, Romans 3:20, 3:28, 9:32, are not the same as the works or deeds of the flesh, mentioned in: Gal. 5:19, Romans 8:13 The works of the law are in reference to those trying to please God through religious duties and deeds. The works or deeds of the flesh speak of the fallen sinful nature with all of it’s passions and lust. We are not saved by our good deeds anymore than a robber would be forgiven if while in the middle a robbery he stops to help a little old lady across the street. That was a nice deed, but he is still guilty of the robbery and once he is caught, the fact that he helped this little old lady will mean nothing in court. This is what most people don’t understand. Just because they tithe, sing in the choir, feed the hungry or cloth the naked, if they have not turned from their sins and taken and trusted Jesus for their Lord, King and savior they will parish on the day of wrath.

This is what Paul was speaking of in Romans 3:20 “Wherefore by the works of the law no flesh shall be justified before Him: for by the law is the knowledge of sin.” This verse is telling us that nothing good that we do will profit us at all without Christ. In fact the only thing that the law can do for someone outside of Christ is condemn them. It shows them their true colors before God. As the scriptures say “Wherefore the law was our schoolmaster to bring us unto Christ, that we might be justified by faith.” Gal. 3:24 


If the heart is open and broken before God, as D.L. Moody says: “The law can only chase a man to Calvary, no further.”  Once a man has truly given his life to Christ, the law goes from the stone, to the heart of the man. It is then, as Paul says in Romans 13:8-10, that the law is fulfilled in us. 


“Owe no man any thing, but to love one another: for he that loveth another hath fulfilled the law. For this, Thou shalt not commit adultery, Thou shalt not kill, Thou shalt not steal, Thou shalt not bear false witness, Thou shalt not covet; and if there be any other commandment, it is briefly comprehended in this saying, namely, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. Love worketh no ill to his neighbour: therefore love is the fulfilling of the law.”


Jesus gives us the secret to keeping the 10 commandments. “And Jesus answered him, The first of all the commandments is, Hear, O Israel; The Lord our God is one Lord: And thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind, and with all thy strength: this is the first commandment. And the second is like, namely this, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. There is none other commandment greater than these.” Mark 12:29-31


Love according to the Word of God will keep all commandments at all times. When a man loves someone, does he envy him when good comes his way? No! He will rejoice with his fellow man and not be 

jealous or envious. The Word says that God is love, so to be filled with God, is to be filled with love. Can a man that is filled with love commit adultery on his wife? No! That’s not love that would be lust and covetousness. If a man is filled with love will he steal from his employer? No! He works hard to help his employer succeed. This is love, helping others.

 
Jesus died to free us from the power of sin so that we could obey the commandments of God. This is why Jesus said, “If you love me you will keep my commandments.” (John 14:15) So common sense says if we don’t love Christ, we won’t obey Him. Paul tells us that Jesus Christ becomes our salvation if we obey Him. (Heb. 5:9) 


Jesus died to free us from the power of sin, and yet by listening to most of the people out their you would think he only died to take them to heaven. First thing we have to ask ourselves is this. Why were we going to hell? Was it just because we did not believe in Christ? Why did Christ come? The bible says that we were by nature children of wrath. Ephesians 2:3

So the problem stems from our nature. We were sinners. We were born with a sinners bloodline. Jesus came to earth to change us, not to change God! Many people have this perverted idea that Jesus came to earth to tone God down a bit and make Him a little more like us. Not so, Jesus makes us like Him! We become new creations in Christ. The sin nature dies, and God’s holy nature takes over.


Now referring to the Works, or deeds of the flesh Paul says:

“Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are these; Adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lasciviousness, Idolatry, witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations, wrath, strife, seditions, heresies, Envyings, murders, drunkenness, revellings, and such like: of the which I tell you before, as I have also told you in time past, that they which do such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God.” Gal. 19-21

Paul says in this passage that those that do or live like this will not inherit the kingdom of God. Notice he did not say unless you are a “Christian fornicator”, or a “Christian drunkered”. He says that they, meaning anyone that does them will not go to heaven. Revelation 21:8 warns: “But the fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, and murderers, and whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part in the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the second death.”   Notice here it says that all liars, not sinful liars, not unsaved liars, but all liars will have their part in the lake of fire. The sinful works or deeds of the flesh will damn everything it controls. This is why through the spirit we must put it to death, and not let it rule us.

“For if ye live after the flesh, ye shall die: but if ye through the Spirit do mortify the deeds of the body, ye shall live.” Romans 8:13


“Mortify (or put to death) therefore your members which are upon the earth; fornication, uncleanness, inordinate affection, evil concupiscence, and covetousness, which is idolatry: For which things’ sake the wrath of God cometh on the children of disobedience: In the which ye also walked some time, when ye lived in them. But now ye also put off all these; anger, wrath, malice, blasphemy, filthy communication out of your mouth. Lie not one to another, seeing that ye have put off the old man with his deeds; Colossians 3:5-9


We are to put to death are members or fleshly deeds. We are to set our love and affections on things above, not on this earth. We are to resist the devil and he will flee. Paul is very clear in telling his readers that those that do these things will face God’s wrath. He tells us that we are to put away or to stop doing these things.



Satan has lied to so many people, and told them that they can never stop sinning and the only thing that will bring sin to a stop is their grave. This is like saying the grave is stronger than grace. Whom the Son sets free is free indeed.


“I say then: Walk in the Spirit, and you shall not fulfill the lust of the flesh. For the flesh lusts against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh; and these are contrary to one another, so that you do not do the things that you wish. But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not under the law.  Now the works of the flesh are evident, which are: adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lewdness, idolatry, sorcery, hatred, contentions, jealousies, outbursts of wrath, selfish ambitions, dissensions, heresies, envy, murders, drunkenness, revelries, and the like; of which I tell you beforehand, just as I also told you in time past, that those who practice such things will not inherit the kingdom of God.” Gal. 5:16-21  NKJ 


Paul tells us that if we walk in the Spirit we will not fulfill or do the works of the flesh. Paul goes on to tell us that if we are doing any of the above, that we will not inherit the kingdom of God. Yet we have pastors and teachers telling others that if they sin, they are still ok. Because God has forgiven us all our sins, past, present and future. I will speak more on the once saved always saved doctrine latter.


The real question is if you still have sin controlling you who do you belong to?

Slaves to whom ye obey


The Bible is very clear in that it states that to who we yield to is our master.  Whether we yield to sin unto death, or to righteousness unto life. The word says,

“Don’t you know that when you offer yourselves to someone to obey him as slaves, you are slaves to the one whom you obey - whether you are slaves to sin, which leads to death, or to obedience, which leads to righteousness?” Rom. 6:16 NIV.

Jesus also echoed these words in John 8:34 when he said,  “...I tell you the truth, everyone who sins is a slave to sin.” Hebrews 5:9 also tells us that Jesus is our salvation if we obey him. 

The word tells us in Romans that if we obey our sinful nature we will receive the wrath of God. 

“But unto them that are contentious, and do not obey the truth, but obey unrighteousness, indignation and wrath,” Romans 2:8

The Darby translation says it this way,

“But to those that are contentious, and are disobedient to the truth, but obey unrighteousness, there shall be wrath and indignation,” 

Paul tells us that those who do not believe the truth, but enjoy their sin will be damned. 

“That they all might be damned who believed not the truth, but had pleasure in unrighteousness.” 2 Thessalonians 2:12

What is the truth? Is it just Jesus? Jesus, tells us that it is his words that are truth.  “Sanctify them through thy truth: thy word is truth.” John 17:17  Now if we don’t obey his words, it is the same as if you said, “I don’t believe your warnings Lord.” I mean Jesus warns us to turn from sin and obey him, Matt. 4:17, 7:21-23, 11:21-24, Mark 16:16, Luke 13:3,5, John 8:11, 15:10, 14, 

According to Romans we used to be slaves to our sinful passions and lust, but now through Jesus Christ we put to death the old man with his deeds and live a crucified life in Christ. Putting to death our sinful habits, passions and lust to serve the true and living God. 

“Likewise reckon ye also yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin, but alive unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord.

Let not sin therefore reign in your mortal body, that ye should obey it in the lusts thereof. Neither yield ye your members as instruments of unrighteousness unto sin: but yield yourselves unto God, as those that are alive from the dead, and your members as instruments of righteousness unto God.” Romans 6:11-13

The word very clearly warns us who is of God and who is of Satan.
“Whoever commits sin also commits lawlessness, and sin is lawlessness. And you know that He was manifested to take away our sins, and in Him there is no sin. Whoever abides in Him does not sin. Whoever sins has neither seen Him nor known Him. Little children, let no one deceive you. He who practices righteousness is righteous, just as He is righteous. He who sins is of the devil, for the devil has sinned from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that He might destroy the works of the devil. Whoever has been born of God does not sin, for His seed remains in him; and he cannot sin, because he has been born of God. In this the children of God and the children of the devil are manifest: Whoever does not practice righteousness is not of God, nor is he who does not love his brother.” 

1 John 3:4-10


The word tells us that if we are committing sins, then we are still not right with God. The true Christian is dead to sins. The false Christian is dead as the sinner in his sins. You see their is no middle ground we are either dead in our sins or dead to our sins. It is ironic to think that most Americans believe they are free and yet they have hundreds if not thousands of laws to keep people safe, and yet if God has laws He is legalistic. We have laws against murder too, do you here the average American crying out legalism!! No, because laws like that do not apply to the law abiding citizen. So too the law (commandments) do not apply to the born again Christian they are on his heart. He would not think of breaking God’s laws anymore than a law abiding citizen would willingly break his nations laws. People in the church as a whole for the most part are very ignorant about what true salvation really is. 

It is more than just saying a little prayer and asking Jesus in your heart. It is being changed into the likeness of God through Christ.

Those that believe you can never lose your salvation claim that salvation consist of only believing in Christ and nothing more. They use John 3:36 “He that believeth on the son hath everlasting life...” and John 3:16 

“For god so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.”

The only reason they can believe this way is to totally ignore other scriptures that have conditions or warnings. The bible is to be read in its entirety. We are not to pick and choose scripture, but take all of them in their proper context. If your presupposition has a conflict or contradicts other scriptures then you are not interpreting the scriptures correctly. The scriptures do not contradict each other in the slightest way. They flow in perfect harmony. To say that we only have to believe in Jesus and nothing more, is to ignore Jesus other command in luke 13:3 to “repent” or turn from our sins. James warns professors that even the devil believes in God and trembles. James 2:19 And goes on to say that a true believer will show proof of his new birth in Christ by works, or deeds. vs.20


Was James saying that we were saved by our works. No! He was saying the same thing that John said in 1John 2:3, that we would obey God, if we were truly His children. (1 John 3:4-10)

Even Peter warns those professors of faith that turn from serving Christ back to their sins risk being dammed. (2 Peter 2:20-22)

Now this is where the once saved always saved (OSAS) will cry out. “But we don’t receive salvation by our works so we can’t keep it by your works! To this I can only say you are right, but you have a perverted understanding of the power of Grace. The only way I can really explain this is through a marriage analogy. A man when he stands at the alter to marry his wife does not say since you had boy friends before I met you and wanted to marry you, then you can have boy friends after I marry you. To marry you with conditions, like be faithful to me, love me, honor me and take care of me would seam legalistic and restraining. The wife cries out “I did not know this relationship would be filled with a bunch of does and don’ts.” Is this how we picture the blessing of marriage? 


Yet this is exactly how many professors act when it comes to becoming a Christian. They come with all their idols, sins and habits and say “here we are Lord, a packaged deal” or “If you don’t want me to have these sins and habits, then you’ll just have to take them from me.”


I heard a pastor once say that next time you tell the Lord that you can’t give something up for Him, change your phrase to I won’t give it up for you. It is then you will realize that the problem actually stems from your love for your sins. The Apostle Paul tells us to: “...Cleanse ourselves from all filthiness of the flesh and spirit, perfecting holiness in the fear of God.” 2 Cor. 7:1


The OSAS stand on Titus 3:5 which states, “Not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to his mercy he saved us...” The phrase “works of righteousness” has nothing to do with the ten commandments, or God’s moral standards. But Paul is speaking of trying to impress God through good deeds, like feeding the hungry, clothing the naked and helping the poor. It is also not through religious duties such as circumcision, observing holy days and abstaining from meats and all the other things that men try to do to feel religious. 


“For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God: Not of works, lest any man should boast.” Eph.2:8,9 


None of us deserve God’s mercy, yet he offers it to all of us. This mercy is not mercy for a license to sin. But mercy in that;

1. We don’t deserve to be forgiven, and yet He pardons those that call on him with a repentant heart through His Son.

2. He gives us space or time to repent or turn from our sins and  let loose of our habits. God tells us in his word that if we confess our sins He is faith full and just to forgive us. 1 John 1:9 
Also see Ez. 18:21-23


The gift of Salvation is something you walk in you don’t just say you believe in it. If I was to walk by your house and notice that it is on fire and yell to you and warn you, and you shout back from the second story window “I believe you” Then you turn back to the people inside that you are visiting with and begin to tell them how you where just saved and yet you make no effort to get you and your friends out of the house.  You and them would end up burning in the flames. Why? Because faith without works or action is dead, it can’t save you. This is what James was talking about in the book of James when he said. “Yea, a man may say, thou hast faith, and I have works: show me thy faith without thy works, and I will show thee my faith by my works... Buty wilt thou know, o vain man, that faith without works is dead?” James 2:18-20


James was speaking of fruit in a believers life. If a man tells you he has an apple tree in his back yard and you go to pick fruit from it and find that it’s not apples, but pears that are growing on it. You can be pretty certain that the man does not have an apple tree, but a pear tree. In the same way Jesus said we would know them by their fruit. 

(Joh 15:1-5) Even John the Baptist warned about people showing proof of their repentance by their fruit. 

“And now also the axe is laid unto the root of the trees: therfore every tree which bringeth not forth good fruit is hen down, and cast into the fire.” Matt. 3:10

He warned that every one that does not produce good fruit will be cut down and cast in the fire (Hell). Those that teach a man can never lose his salvation once he receives it because they say “it is a gift and not of works” are very ignorant of what works Paul speaks of. When the word speaks of  “not of works lest any man should boast” it is not referring to the moral commandments of God, but the written “works of the law” or “works of the torah”  or in the Greek, ergon nomou. This is an actual text spoken of by Paul that was lost for about two thousand years and was found among the dead Sea Scrolls. Moses spoke of this book also, 

“Take this “book of the law”, and put it in the side of the ark of the covenant of the LORD your God, that it may be there for a witness against thee.” Deut. 31:26

How do we know Paul was speaking of the sacrificial or ceremonial law and not the 10 commandments?


Because in 1 Cor. 7:19 Paul says, “circumcision is nothing, and uncercumcision is nothing, but keeping of the commandments of God.”

Paul would be contradicting himself in Gal. 3:10 if he were speaking of the works of the law and the 10 commandments as the same thing. But Paul is actually very clear in what law he is speaking about when he says, “For as many as are of the works of the law are under the curse: for it is written, cursed is every one that continueth not in all things which are written in the book of the law to do them.”  Paul made it clear that he was referring to a book of laws and not the 10 commandments of God. This was confirmed by archeology by the document known as the “works of the torah” or the “works of the law.” This is a first century Jewish writing that was found in the Dead Sea Scrolls from the Qumran community. The Bible says that it is the saints or true Christians that “keep the commandments of God, and have faith in Jesus.” Rev. 14:12

The word says that those who are blessed and that have a right to the tree of life are those that do the Lords commandments. Rev. 22:14


So how can there be so many false preachers that are saying you don’t have to obey God to have salvation when the scriptures are so clear? Heb.5:9 tells us that Jesus is our salvation if we obey him. Jesus ask why we call him lord and do not obey him in Luke 6:46. Jesus also said that those that were his brothers where those that obey him. Luke 8:19-21  Scripture says that Jesus is the first born among many brethren. If Christ is not your brother then your not saved. If we abide in the vine we are saved. If not, we are not part of the vine. How do we know if we are part of the vine? Fruit!


Today when any man or woman of God stand up and begin quoting scriptures, warning the ungodly and disobedient professors of faith that they need to repent, and turn from their sins to be saved, all of a sudden you hear false teachers stand up and yell legalism. “We are saved by grace not obedience or works” they yell. They will tell you that it’s to condemning to preach that way. The Bible says if they don’t know Christ they are condemned already. 


What these OSAS teachers fail to see is that true saving faith turns a person from sin and produces good works. Jesus tells us that those that love Him are those that keep His commandments. John 14:15 


Yet we have false teachers telling people that you can still love Jesus and not obey Him or keep his commandments. In fact according to these teachers you not only don’t have to obey Him but you can turn your back on Him and even deny Him, and according to these false teachers “Jesus will still not deny you”.  Yet Jesus himself said, “But whosoever shall deny me before men, him will I also deny before my Father which is in heaven.” Matt. 10:33


Today when any man or woman of God stand up and begin quoting scripture, warning the ungodly and disobedient professors of faith that they need to repent, and turn from there sins to be saved, all of a sudden you hear false teachers stand up and yell legalism. They will yell “we are saved by grace not by obedience or works”. Then they will go on to tell you how you are condemning people and bringing them into bondage. I thought when someone was living in sin they were already in bondage! 



What these once saved always saved teachers fail to see is that true saving faith turns a person from his sins and to producing good works. We have to remember that there are “works of the law” which can not save you, “Works of the flesh” which will dam you, and works or fruits of the Spirit which is the evidence of saving faith. All three of these works are spoken of by Paul and we know what works he means by the context the word is used in. There is a world of difference between works and sin. Works is trying to earn your way to heaven by doing good deeds or obeying the ceremonial laws, like circumcision, holydays, or of the new moon, or of the Sabbath days. Colossians 2:14-16

I think this next quote will help clear things up a little better.

“Here we need to make a distinction between the Laws of Moses and the 10 commandment, moral law. Does the Bible lend itself to that perspective? Absolutely! The 10 commandments were written by the finger of God (Ex 31:18) on tables of stone. The ceremonial law, also called the “book of the law” (Deut 31:26), was written by Moses hand (Deut 31:9). The 10 commandments were in the Ark of the Covenant (implying that they should be internalized) while the ceremonial law was placed on the outside (Deut 31:26) (indicating that they were imposed in a civil manner, not as intrinsic moral issues). The ceremonial law was the structure for the theocracy of Israel. It was not moral law, but rules to support the nation. Many of them are not bad ideas, they are simply no longer binding for the Christian.” Patrick Fagenstrom, 10/03


Author David Hunt says, “Falling away” doctrine makes us worse off after we are save than before. At least before conversion we can get saved But after we are saved and have lost our salvation (if we could). We can’t get saved again, but are lost forever. Hebrews 6:4 declares, “If (not when) they shall fall away... it is impossible  (vs. 4) ...to renew them again unto repentance.” That “falling away” is hypothetical is clear (vs.9): “But beloved, we are persuaded better things of you, and things that accompany salvation, though we thus speak” so “falling away” does not “accompany salvation.” The writer is showing us that if we could lose our salvation, we could never get it back without Christ dying again upon the cross. This is folly.”


For David to say that that verse is hypothetical is ludicrous. The bible has many warnings about falling away that are very clearly not hypothetical, including the above one just quoted.

Lets look at the one above first,

“For it is impossible for those who were once enlightened, and have tasted of the heavenly gift, and were made partakers of the Holy Ghost,

And have tasted the good word of God, and the powers of the world to come, If they shall fall away, to renew them again unto repentance; seeing they crucify to themselves the Son of God afresh, and put him to an open shame.” Hebrews 6:4-6

First the writer is not speaking hypothetical, he is giving a very clear warning. But then he goes on to say that he is persuaded of better things. Meaning “but I don’t think this applies to you”.

Here is the same verse in another translation for further clarity.

“For it is impossible to bring back to repentance those who were once enlightened—those who have experienced the good things of heaven and shared in the Holy Spirit, who have tasted the goodness of the word of God and the power of the age to come — and who then turn away from God. It is impossible to bring such people back to repentance; by rejecting the Son of God, they themselves are nailing him to the cross once again and holding him up to public shame. When the ground soaks up the falling rain and bears a good crop for the farmer, it has God’s blessing. But if a field bears thorns and thistles, it is useless. The farmer will soon condemn that field and burn it.

Dear friends, even though we are talking this way, we really don’t believe it applies to you. We are confident that you are meant for better things, things that come with salvation.” (Heb. 6:4-10 New Living Translation)


Someone that was once enlightened and has experienced the good things of heaven and shared in the Holy Spirit would have to have been someone that was save. It is also obvious from the fact that they had already  repented of their sins, for the word says “to bring such people back to repentance” proves that they had repented in the past. So Mr. Hunt is very wrong in this passage of scripture as I will show other scriptural warnings also.


Peter warns, “For if after they have escaped the pollutions of the world through the knowledge of the Lord and Savior Jesus Christ, they are again entangled therein, and overcome, the latter end is worse with them than the beginning.” 2 Peter 2:20

Breaking down this verse we can see that, 

1. The person was saved because the scripture very clearly says that “they have escaped the pollutions of the world through the knowledge of the Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.” They were freed from their life of sin, for the word goes on to say, “they are again entangled therein, and overcome,” speaking of falling back into a life of sin. The verse goes on to say it will be worse for them at the end than from the beginning.


Now if they were hell bound sinners at the beginning how could it be worse for them at the end if they could never lose their salvation. Think about this, what could be worse than going to hell a sinner? The answer is going to hell as an enlightened sinner. Meaning you knew what was right and you rebelled against the truth of Christ. Those that resist truth will not only receive the greater damnation, but will also buy into the biggest lies. God will give those that want to believe a lie a strong delusion so that they may be dammed. Rom. 1:18-32

“The wrath of God is being revealed from heaven against all the godlessness and wickedness of men who suppress the truth by their wickedness, since what may be known about God is plain to them, because God has made it plain to them.” God has written his word so that a child if he wants truth can find it. But many because of their love for sin, or for those that have loved ones in sin will suppress the truth in their own hearts so as to not to turn people off. They refuse to except and read the scriptures for what they really say and twist and distort scriptures to fit their world views. 

For since the creation of the world God’s invisible qualities—his eternal power and divine nature—have been clearly seen, being understood from what has been made, so that men are without excuse.

No one will be able to plead ignorant. History, science and Holy Scriptures have made it so very clear for those that want truth.  

vs.21 For although they knew God, they neither glorified him as God nor gave thanks to him, but their thinking became futile and their foolish hearts were darkened. Although they claimed to be wise, they became fools and exchanged the glory of the immortal God for images made to look like mortal man and birds and animals and reptiles.

Therefore God gave them over in the sinful desires of their hearts to sexual impurity for the degrading of their bodies with one another. They exchanged the truth of God for a lie, and worshiped and served created things rather than the Creator—who is forever praised. Amen.

Many people after holding on to sins for so long become dull to the Spirit’s convicting power. Eventually if the sin is not confessed and forsaken it becomes such a strong hold that the person actually believes that God is approving what he or she does. The mind at this point becomes very hard if not impossible to reach with the truth. For truth was rejected and because of this their mind became darkened and defiled.

 vs.26 Because of this, God gave them over to shameful lusts. Even their women exchanged natural relations for unnatural ones. In the same way the men also abandoned natural relations with women and were inflamed with lust for one another. Men committed indecent acts with other men, and received in themselves the due penalty for their perversion.

Furthermore, since they did not think it worthwhile to retain the knowledge of God, he gave them over to a depraved mind, to do what ought not to be done. They have become filled with every kind of wickedness, evil, greed and depravity. They are full of envy, murder, strife, deceit and malice. They are gossips, slanderers, God-haters, insolent, arrogant and boastful; they invent ways of doing evil; they disobey their parents; they are senseless, faithless, heartless, ruthless. Although they know God’s righteous decree that those who do such things deserve death, they not only continue to do these very things but also approve of those who practice them.

This is were there is no more shame in sin. Men turn to men, women to women and eventually if sin is aloud to run it’s course these defiled adults will turn to children and animals. They do not see there wickedness for God has given them over to their lust and evil desires. Others may not turn to perversion but other sins. They may become thieves, slanders, troublemakers, atheist, drunkards and the like. Sin has taken their souls. When they continue in sin when they know the truth is a very dangerous folly. 

“If we deliberately keep on sinning after we have received the knowledge of the truth, no sacrifice for sins is left, but only a fearful expectation of judgment and of raging fire that will consume the enemies of God. Anyone who rejected the law of Moses died without mercy on the testimony of two or three witnesses. How much more severely do you think a man deserves to be punished who has trampled the Son of God under foot, who has treated as an unholy thing the blood of the covenant that sanctified him, and who has insulted the Spirit of grace? 

Heb. 10:26-29


This verse should strike terror into all those that are playing around with sin that are confessing the name of Christ.

In 2 peter 2:21 goes on to say that , “It would have been better for them not to have known the way of righteousness, than to have known it and then to turn their backs on the sacred command that was passed on to them.”


Common sense tells us that if someone does not know the way of righteousness he does not know Jesus. How can this verse say that it would be better to have never known Jesus or the way of righteousness then to turn from the commandments that were given to them. This verse very clearly teaches that a person can turn away from Christ and be lost.

Paul warns in Romans that if we do not continue in Gods goodness that we could be cut off. 

“For if God did not spare the natural branches, he will not spare you either. Consider therefore the kindness and sternness of God: sternness to those who fell, but kindness to you, provided that you continue in his kindness. Otherwise, you also will be cut off.” Romans 11:21,22

If we could never lose our salvation, why would Paul warn the Christians in Rom about the dangers of falling or not continuing in God’s goodness. 


Satan has succeeded in making many people that have no heart for the things of God, to believe they are still saved. Many think just because they said a prayer many years ago they will never lose there place in heaven. Yet they have no desire for the word of God, no desire to obey the Lord and no desire for prayer, and yet they think they will be welcomed in heaven. Some of the arguments that once save always saved proponents are, 

1. Jesus saves and forgives us all our sins. “and the blood of Jesus His Son cleanses us from all sin.” 1 John 1:7

But this verse they take out of context for their is a condition to the above verse. That condition says, “But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus, his Son, purifies us from all sin.” vs.7 This is the condition, meaning if we don’t walk in the light (obeying what you know), the blood of Jesus will not cleans us from our sins.


What does it mean to walk in the light? This is walking in truth or walking in the Spirit, for it says we have to walk as Jesus does. This is why John goes on to say that, “He that saith he abideth in him ought himself also so to walk, even as he (Jesus) walked. 1 John 2:6


When we walk in the light as he is in the light, we will walk even as Christ walked. What are these verses saying? We will follow Jesus, we will obey him, live like him. 

“My sheep listen to my voice; I know them, and they follow me. 28I give them eternal life, and they shall never perish; no one can snatch them out of my hand.” John 10:27,28


Who has eternal life? Those who hear his voice and follow (obey) him. The once saved always saved teachers say that “you don’t have to follow Christ, just believe in him”, or “You don’t have to obey, just believe.” They will quote Colossians 2:13 “When you were dead in your sins and in the uncircumcision of your sinful nature,[a] God made you[b] alive with Christ. He forgave us all our sins,” The OSAS teachers will say “you see all our sins are forgiven past, present and future.”

If that is true why do we have 1 John 1:9 “If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and purify us from all unrighteousness.” Seems like this verse is just a waste of space if we don’t need to repent of anything anymore. They say that “God has cancelled their sin debt completely.” God has even covered there “falling away” sins or backsliding. Of course these false teachers can not back up their doctrine with sound scriptures. They must twist and ignore mountains of opposing scriptures to make the word say what they want it to say.


Colossians 2:13 can not mean that all sins no matter how you live are forgiven, because in the very next chapter Paul warns the same people he was just writing to that if they don’t put to death the deed of there flesh, they will receive the wrath of god. 

“Put to death, therefore, whatever belongs to your earthly nature: sexual immorality, impurity, lust, evil desires and greed, which is idolatry. 6Because of these, the wrath of God is coming.” Col. 3:5,6

2. Another argument that OSAS use is that they say we can never lose what God gave us. The verse they stand on are, 

“I give them eternal life, and they shall never perish; no one can snatch them out of my hand.” John 10:28 This verse again, they take out of context for the verses right above it states that true Christians hear Gods voice and they follow, or in other words obey him. vs. 27


So these verses are conditional. Meaning if you will turn from your sins trust in Christ and follow Him instead of your sinful nature you will be saved. Many OSAS teachers will scream “that is legalistic you are trying to be saved by obeying the law.”

Here are a few analogies to help you see what true love for Christ will do. If a man marries a woman and vows to honor her, and protect her, love her and to be with her his hole life we call that true love. Yet when a Christian follows and obeys Christ because of a stronger love, the OSAS teachers cry out “your trying to win your salvation by works” and yet if you see a man cheating on his wife, beating his kids and cheating on his taxes as long as he says he believes in Christ, these same teachers will say “He’s trusting in God’s grace.” How blind can people be?


We consider ourselves free here in America, yet we have all kinds of laws in our country to keep us safe. Yet I don’t see Americans yelling and saying to there government, “we don’t need laws against murder,” or “we don’t need laws against rape.” Why don’t we see this? Because the laws are not there for the law abiding citizen, but for the law breakers. If someone were to stand up in our country and yell, “those laws are to confining,” how much do you want to bet he is planning on, or would like to break one of those laws. The 10 commandments only feel legalistic to those that want to break them, not to those that walk with them in their heart. A true Christian loves the law of God, he delights in it.

“I delight to do thy will, O my God: yea, thy law is within my heart.” Psalm 40:8 He obeys it not out of legalistic motives (If I don’t do this I go to hell) but because he loves God and wants to please Him.

“If you love me, you will obey what I command.” John 14:15

“Whoever has my commands and obeys them, he is the one who loves me. He who loves me will be loved by my Father, and I too will love him and show myself to him.” John 14:21

“He who does not love me will not obey my teaching. These words you hear are not my own; they belong to the Father who sent me.” John 14:24 

It is very clear that those that love Jesus obey Him, and those that don’t love Him don’t. Just like the man that really love his wife will not cheat on her, if he does not love her, he in all likely hood not be faithful to her.

We are faithful to Christ by abiding in Him through His word, prayer and obedience to Him.

3. Another thing that OSAS proponents will stand on is “It’s a free gift and it can’t be earned.” another scripture they will misquote is, “For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.” Romans 6:23

So they say if it’s free, then there’s nothing you can do to earn it and nothing you can do can cause  you to lose it.


The question is what is the gift? Everyone would agree it is eternal life. What then is eternal life? Is it a passport to heaven with the same demonic dna that you had to begin with? The Word tells us that if we are born of God (or born again) we will not live in sin anymore. The old man has died, the new man is born. “Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new.” 2 Corinthians 5:17  Someone that is truly born again will begin to walk with God’s nature in him. He will turn from all known sin. 

“We know that anyone born of God does not continue to sin; the one who was born of God keeps him safe, and the evil one cannot harm him.” 1 John 5:18


Hebrews 5:9 tells us that eternal life or salvation is to those who obey Christ. Romans tells us God will render to every man according to his deeds. To those who obey and do well will receive eternal life. Again, this is not works that we are talking about, but real fruit of a blood bought child of God.  There are so many scriptures that speak of obeying God. The word says if you don’t obey you will receive indignation and wrath. Romans 2:8, 2 Thessalonians 1:8. The word tells us that judgment is to begin in the house of God, and if it starts with us what will be the end of those who do not obey the gospel. 1 Peter 4:17

I have never seen a person that smokes be fully baptized with power yet. The word says the Holy Spirit is given to those that obey him. Acts. 5:32


Evan though the OSAS say that eternal means no beginning and no end,  just remember that Lucifer had eternal life in him and he turned away. Remember God word says that,  “Do not be deceived: God cannot be mocked. A man reaps what he sows. The one who sows to please his sinful nature, from that nature will reap destruction; the one who sows to please the Spirit, from the Spirit will reap eternal life. Let us not become weary in doing good, for at the proper time we will reap a harvest if we do not give up.” Gal. 6:7


The word is clear, if we sow or walk in the spirit we will not fulfill the lust of the flesh. “This I say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfill the lust of the flesh.” Galations 5:16 

“But put on the Lord Jesus Christ, and make no provision for the flesh in regard to its lusts.” Romans 13:14

“Now those who belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires.” Galatians 5:24

Those that are Christians have put off the old man, they have put him to death. The man who know lives is born of God. This does not mean that the flesh does not long to have it’s way, but their is a new spirit inside that old body that makes it obey the will of God. Over and over we read in scripture that we are to turn away from sin, put it to death, make no provision for it, to resist it. The only way to resist sin and have victory over it, is by faith in the finished work of Christ. (more on that later.)

If we walk in the spirit, by allowing Christ to live in us and through us we will be able to keep the commands of God.


“There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit. For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus hath made me free from the law of sin and death. For what the law could not do, in that it was weak through the flesh, God sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in the flesh: That the righteousness of the law might be fulfilled in us, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.” Romans 8:1-4 

We fulfill the commands of God when we are born again. There are so many scriptures telling us that that is one of the ways to know if you are a Christian is that you will obey God’s commands. 1John 2:3-4, 3:22, 24, 5:2-3, 2 John 1:6, Rev. 12:17, 14:12, 22:14

Jesus told us that to follow or believe in him was a radical thing. It was a life changing thing. You did not do this half heartedly, it was all or nothing. No little bow your head say this prayer. It was giving up your plans and your dreams to say, “Lord what would you have me to do?”
Jesus said, “"And when he had called the people unto him with his disciples also, he said unto them, Whosoever will come after me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross, and follow me. For whosoever will save his life shall lose it; but whosoever shall lose his life for my sake and the gospel's, the same shall save it. For what shall it profit a man, if he shall gain the whole world, and lose his own soul? Or what shall a man give in exchange for his soul?" Mark 8:34-37.

What a radical statement to make. You mean we have to be willing to give up our lives and our dreams. Yes! He is your Lord, you have been bought with a price. Once you find God’s will for your life you will never be happier. We have to put off our old man, that is, the old one that used to tell the jokes and worldly chatter and look in lust at those of the opposite sex. That old person dies when he comes to Christ. Eph. 4:22-24 We will have to exercise self control as new babes in Christ. 1 Cor. 9:27 We need to abstain from anything that will feed our lust or draw us back away from God into the world. Rom. 13:14, 1 Peter 2:11


Only sons of God can walk in the Spirit. When a man or woman receive eternal life they become sons of God. 

“But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name:” John 1:12

There is no such thing as a son of God living like the devil. Yet, that’s what many of the false teachers are teaching today. Many of these OSAS teachers teach that we don’t have to hold on or lay old of anything, but just give mental assent that they believe in the historical Jesus. Once when a man asked Charles Stanly to pray for him, that he would be strong and hold on to his faith, Stanley responded that there is nothing to hold on to. Yet the scriptures teach the opposite. 

“Fight the good fight of faith, lay hold on eternal life, whereunto thou art also called, and hast professed a good profession before many witnesses.” 1 Tim. 6:12  Another translation puts it this way, “Fight the good fight for the faith. Keep holding on to eternal life, to which you were called and about which you gave a good testimony in front of many witnesses.” ISV  As you can see, lay hold could also mean hold tight or keep your grip. Again in 1 Timothy 6:19-20 we are told to “...hold fast to our profession (or confession). The Bible is very clearly tells us to hold on to the truth of God’s word and to obey it. We are told that “... For we are made partakers of Christ, if we hold the beginning of our confidence steadfast unto the end;” Heb. 3:14 God tells us that we are to hold on until the end, not God. God will hold us and keep us as long  as we abide, continue or stay with him. The word tells us that “If” we hold the beginning of our confidence we are made partakers of Christ. If you don’t hold you will not be made partakers with the Lord. “Let that therefore abide in you, which ye have heard from the beginning. If that which ye have heard from the beginning shall remain in you, ye also shall continue in the Son, and in the Father. And this is the promise that he hath promised us, even eternal life.” 1John 2:24,25 John tells us that If the gospel that we have heard form the beginning remains in us, we will continue in the Son, and in the Father, (key word here is “If”) and because of this he has promised us eternal life. If we do not let the word of God abide in us, we will not continue in the Son, and in the Father. No Son, no Father, no eternal life! Eternal life is only found in and through the Son. If I tell you that I will pay you ten dollars if you mow my lawn, then you can figure out pretty easily that because I said “If you mow my lawn” that if you don’t mow it I will not give you the ten dollars. It’s conditional upon your obedience to my request. The same is true with the word of God. Many Bible teachers are teaching that Christ was manifested to take us to heaven. That’s not true! He was manifested to destroy the works of the devil and the power of sin. Sin is what is keeping us out of heaven. The reason men go to hell is they all have sin. Sin must not only be confessed and forsaken it must be washed away. This is why Christ came to earth to destroy the power of sin. 

“And ye know that he was manifested to take away our sins; and in him is no sin. Whosoever abideth in him sinneth not: whosoever sinneth hath not seen him, neither known him. Little children, let no man deceive you: he that doeth righteousness is righteous, even as he is righteous. He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that he might destroy the works of the devil.” 1 John 3:5-8 John tells us that some one that is truly born of God does not commit sin because he is born of God, and even says that  you can tell who is of God and who is of the devil, by there actions or their characteristics. The child of God is opposed to sin and sinful actions. He repents quickly if he offends God with true humility and sorrow. The child of Satan makes little of sin and sinful actions. There is no distress in his soul when he sins. they enjoy there sins, they may hate being caught or exposed, but feel no danger in enjoying there lust and passions against God. The word tells us, 

“No one who is born of God will continue to sin, because God’s seed remains in him; he cannot go on sinning, because he has been born of God. This is how we know who the children of God are and who the children of the devil are: Anyone who does not do what is right is not a child of God; nor is anyone who does not love his brother.” 1 John 3:9,10 NIV


The above verse is very clear in that it states that who ever does not do what is right, is not of God. If you are not of God, you can only be of Satan. There is no middle ground. John even says earlier in the same chapter not to let anyone deceive you, he that does what is right is of God. Many people scream at this point and say you should not judge. Yet Jesus told us to judge fruit. That means we will know who is of God (who is a Christian) and who is not by the actions of the professors. “Wherefore by their fruits ye shall know them.” Matt. 7:20 Another translation says it this way,

“Yes, just as you can identify a tree by its fruit, so you can identify people by their actions.” New Living Translation

Jesus tells us a tree or a person is known by his fruit. Matt. 12:33 

God’s word tells us that if we don’t produce good fruit we will be thrown into the fire. Matt. 3:10, 7:17-19 and John 15:6-7

So it is clear Jesus does what us to judge sin, if we see it. How would we be able to watch out for false prophets or teachers if we did not judge them by what they said and did? Many of the disciples warned or judge people concerning sins. If as you say we are not to judge by fruit, who will we preach too? Who will we warn?

“But Peter said unto him, Thy money perish with thee, because thou hast thought that the gift of God may be purchased with money. Thou hast neither part nor lot in this matter: for thy heart is not right in the sight of God. Repent therefore of this thy wickedness, and pray God, if perhaps the thought of thine heart may be forgiven thee. For I perceive that thou art in the gall of bitterness, and in the bond of iniquity. Acts 8:20-24

Reading another translation and we see that Peter was judging this man according to his fruits that he was manifesting.

But Peter replied, “May your money be destroyed with you for thinking God’s gift can be bought! You can have no part in this, for your heart is not right with God. Repent of your wickedness and pray to the Lord. Perhaps he will forgive your evil thoughts, for I can see that you are full of bitter jealousy and are held captive by sin.” New Living Translation
Here, Peter very plainly said that this guy was not of God, in fact he said he was still unredeemed. He says that he is still in bondage to his sin. 

Paul tells us that it is our job to judge our brothers and sisters. Not in personal matters, but in regard to sin and holiness. 

“I have written you in my letter not to associate with sexually immoral people not at all meaning the people of this world who are immoral, or the greedy and swindlers, or idolaters. In that case you would have to leave this world. But now I am writing you that you must not associate with anyone who calls himself a brother (meaning a Christian) but is sexually immoral or greedy, an idolater or a slanderer, a drunkard or a swindler. With such a man do not even eat.


What business is it of mine to judge those outside the church? Are you not to judge those inside? God will judge those outside. “Expel the wicked man from among you.”

Here the word very clearly tells us to judge sin in the church. Not people motives, but sin! Paul not only judged the sin, but asked that the sinner, if he does not repent, (that is turn from his sin) to be removed from the church. This is radical, extremism by today’s standards. Paul is saying yes love the sinner, work with the sinner, but when it comes to a professed believer in Christ, he needs to start acting like a Christian. Christians need to live holy. Yet those that are teachable and correctable we are to show mercy and patience. But to the headstrong and rebellious we are to rebuke.

“Demas has deserted me because he loves the things of this life and has gone to Thessalonica. Crescens has gone to Galatia, and Titus has gone to Dalmatia. Only Luke is with me. Bring Mark with you when you come, for he will be helpful to me in my ministry.”2 Tim. 4:10,11

Here Paul has stated that one of his converts just left and went back into the world. Again, Paul warned that if a man professes to be a believer and does not obey the word of God, to have nothing to do with him and do not keep company with him. “And if any man obey not our word by this epistle, note that man, and have no company with him, that he may be ashamed.” 2 Thes. 3:14 Many of the OSAS would cry out “don’t judge us.” “Jesus said not to Judge.” Before I go to my next point I would like to point out that many times Jesus said “you would know them by their fruit.” Matthew 7:16

Paul even worried that if a man professes to be a believer and does not obey the word of God, to have nothing to do with him and do not keep company with him. 2 Thessalonians 3:14

Many of the OSAS would dry out don’t judge us, Jesus said not to judge. Did he really? Before I point out what Jesus did say, let’s look at another admonition of Paul. “I wrote unto you in an epistle not to company with fornicators: yet not altogether with the fornicators of this world or with the covetous, extortioners, or with idolaters; for then must ye needs go out of the world. But now I have written unto you not to keep company, if any man that is called a brother be a fornicator or covetous or an idolater or a railer or a drunkard or an extortioner; with such an one no not to eat. For what have I to do to judge them also that are without? Do not ye judge them that are within? But them that are without God judgeth. Therefore, put away from among yourselves that wicked person.”  I Corinthians 5:9-13

Here again Paul is telling other believers that we are not to keep company with professed believers that are living in known sin. He says don’t even eat with someone that calls himself a brother or sister in the Lord yet they are living like the unsaved do. He tells us not to go to the extreme of not going into the world to reach the lost, for it is for the lost that the gospel be preached. God will judge those in the world, but Paul tells us to judge those in he church. He tells us not only to not fellowship or eat with the man who says he is a Christian but lives against truth but to expel him or her from your company that he or she ashamed. 2 Thessalonians 3:14

There are many that profess to know God. They believe with all their hearts that they are saved. They even preach but the word says that they deny the Lord in there works or deeds. They don’t act like a Christian should act. The world says that they are abominable and disobedient and they are reprobates.  Titus 1:16

Another argument that OSAS proponents use is that we are …..born again, not of corruptible seed but of incorruptible byte hw rod of God which liveth and abideth forever.”  I Peter 1:23
 “………Except  man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.” John 3:3

Their reasoning goes like this since you can’t be unborn, you are permanently a child of God. If this reasoning was true then no one would be able to be born again to begin with seeing that you were already born a sinner. With that logic you could never undo your first condition as being born a sinner. After all you can’t be unborn. No but the old man can die and the new man can live. In the same way if a man strays from God his soul can die. Not be unborn but die.

James 5:19 & 20 says, “Bretheren, if any of you do err from the truth and one convert him; let him know, that he which converteth the sinner from the error of his way shall save a soul from death, and shall hide a multitude of sins.” This scripture clearly shows that if any should fall into sin or fall from the truth, what is the truth the commandments of God, obeying the gospel. If this person that was once in the truth should be restored or converted back from his ways has been saved from spiritual death. For it says, “shall save a soul from death.” Not saved from a loss of rewards as the OSAS teach, but from spiritual death.  

II Peter 2:20 & 21 confesses this also.

OSAS teachings will tell a person that is living  holy that they are being legalistic and trying to ear their salvation by works. My response to that is this: If a child loves his parents and obeys they is it because he knows that if he acts evil and rebellious, he will be punished? Is it possible that a child honors and obeys his parents just because he loves them? What about the man who has been convicted of serious crimes – rape, robbery and murder. He knows he is going to die if justice takes its course. Then out of nowhere a man steps in and takes his place dying for his crimes. The act of love is so overwhelming that the criminal vows to live to honor the man that died for him. This man is not committing crimes anymore, not because he fears judgment but because he has tasted mercy. Now all he wants to do is share the love that was shown to him. Does he go out again and commit the same rimes that brought him before the judge? No way! What would the judge think of such a wretch. He would say were you not forgiven, were you not given pardon? When they  have you sinned against mercy. The man would be trembling before the judge because he knows the judge does not have to pardon.

In the same way if a man has been forgiven of his sins through the new birth and then turns away from Christ, the scriptures say there remaineth no more sacrifice for sins. This is to those who have had the truth, those that have been born again. Yet we are warned, “For if we sin willfully after that we have….. it is a fearful thing to fall into the hands of the living God.”  Hebrews 10:26-31

Even though this is speaking of the sin of total and complete falling away, it shows that a person can lose his salvation by despising and rejecting Jesus Christ and what he did. Those that turn away from the truth that is offered through Christ will receive a much worse punishment than those that despised Moses law. The warnings in the word are very serious indeed. We are told to clean ourselves from all filthiness of the flesh and spirit, perfecting holiness in the fear of God.” 2Corininthians 7:1 Yet man is still telling sinners that when God is ready he will take the desires away from you. This is not only unscriptural it is a lie from hell designed to damn you. God tells us to repent not him. Luke 13:3 says that unless we repent or turn from sin we will perish or die. Jesus told the woman caught in adultery to stop sinning. He told her to do that on the other side of the cross. He had not yet died and rose again.

Now that he is risen, how much more should we be able to obey. What the OSAS teachers fail to see is the true gospel states that obedience is not what saves us, it is proof of who saved us. It is our fruit, just as a fig tree cannot produce thorns neither can a Christian produce bad works. This is why Paul says for us to “examine yourselves, whether you be in the faith: prove your own selves know ye not your own selves, how that Jesus Christ is in you, except ye be reprobates.” II Corinthians 13:5

Paul tells us to check and examine our lives, what kind of fruit are we producing? John tells us how we can know if we know him. We know that to know Jesus is to know eternal life. John tells us that if we say we have fellowship or know Jesus yet we walk in darkness or in sin we are lying and not doing the truth. But if we walk in the light or in obedience to the truth that we have then the blood of Christ cleanses us from all sin. I John 1:6 & 7

John goes on to say that a man that really knows God is a man that keeps his commandments. If someone says that they know God are saved yet they are not keeping God’s commandments, God, not me, not man, but God almighty calls them a liar, and says there is no truth in them.

 “And hereby we do know that we know him, if we keep his commandments. He that saith, I know him, and keepeth not his commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him. But whoso keepeth his word, in him verily is the love of God perfected: hereby know we that we are in him. He that saith he abideth in him ought himself also so to walk, even as he walked.” I John 2:3-6

So when you hear a OSAS teacher tell you that salvation is a gift and
you don’t need to obey, mark that teacher, for God says they are a liar and the truth is not in them. How can someone say to a man who lives in adultery that he is born of God? Or a man who molests children, is t his that new man that is in Christ? Is this the overcoming saint? No these are those that use the gospel as a cloak for their unrighteousness. Children of Hell, professors of faith yet the seed of the serpent. Repent and turn, do not delay take not counsel with the wicked and the damned. Provoke not the Lord by despising his grace.  Hold not the truth in unrighteousness. But be doers of the word and not hearers only deceiving yourself. Shall you continue to dig your way to hell? Can’t  you feel the heat of God’s wrath, building up against those that continue head long into sin.

Do you not hear the word warning you, “He that being often reproved hardeneth his neck, shall suddenly be destroyed, and that without remedy.” Proverbs 29:1

How long has God called and you hardened your neck, like a calf to the slaughter. Can’t you hear the word “Without holiness no man shall see the Lord”.  “For it is time for judgment to begin with the family of God; and if it begins with us, what will the outcome be for those who do not obey the gospel of God? And, “If it is hard for the righteous to be saved, what will become of the ungodly and the sinner?” I Peter 4:17-18

God commands us to turn from serving self and Satan to serving Christ. The Bible tells us how to walk in the spirit and obey. Jesus tells us in John 17:17 “Father sanctify them through thy truth, they word is truth.” Also, we are told to resist evil thoughts and temptations that lead to sin. “Submit yourselves, then, to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee from you. Come near to God and he will come near to you. Wash your hands, you sinners, and purify your hearts, you double minded. Grieve, mourn and wail. Change your laughter to mourning and your joy to gloom. Humble yourselves before the Lord, and he will lift you up.: James 4:7-10

How can anyone read the above scriptures and come to the conclusion that all you have to say is a little  prayer. The bible warned us it would come to this. “The time will come when men will not put up with sound doctrine. Instead, to suet their own evil desires, (or lifestyles) they will gather around them a great number of teachers to say what their itching ears want to hear.” 2 Timothy 4:3
There are many that do not want the truth but fables. People love their sins and if you tell them they have to give them up to serve Jesus they scream that you are unloving and judgmental. The word tells us that not only can a sinner resist the truth, but a Christian can turn from it also and be lost. The Bible is very clear about this.

“My brothers, if one of you should wander from the truth and someone should bring him back, remember this: whoever turns a sinner from the error of his ways will save him from death and cover over a multitude of sins.” James 5:19-20

First if should be noted that James is writing to Christians. Then he says if one of you should wander from the truth.” Jesus is the truth. So, if someone wanders from the truth, they are turning away from God. In the above verse it states that “whoever turns a sinner” what sinner is he talking about? He is talking about the Christian brother who wanders from the truth. He says speaking of this person that if they turn from their sin, their soul will be saved form death. He was not talking about physically dying but spiritually. Separation from God in the lake of fire is what James is talking about. How is it that today we have many ministers preaching that when a person becomes a Christian he will continue to hand out with the wrong crowd and does not need to read the word or obey the Lord’s commands. Even David had a better Christianity in the Old Testament then most professors do in the new. We have a better covenant with God than David did.

“Blessed is the man who does not walk in the cousel of the wicked or stand in the way of sinners or sit in the seat of mockers. But his delight is in the law of the Lord, and on his law he meditates day and night. Psalm 1:1-2

How many Christians are there today that love the law of the Lord. How many Christians are there today that love the things of the world more than the thing of God. Yet they will stand strong and say “we are save”. They have no hunger for righteousness, the word, prayer or for souls, yet they will shout, “we are saved”. They love booze, tobacco, lust, immodest dress, vanity, parties and smut, yet they shout “we are saved”. Yet the word of God says be not deceived, God is not mocked, whatsoever a man soweth that shall he reap. Galatians 6:7

Now the word is very clear when it says, “For we are made partakers of Christ, if we hold the beginning of our confidence steadfast unto the end. Hebrews 3:14

This verse tells us clearly that we will be made partakers of Christ if we hold the beginning of your confidence. How is it that many preachers that preach against lust, drunkenness, worldliness and other sins are called legalistic or preachers of the law and yet if a preacher stands up and preaches that a Christian can continue in known sin such as adultery, fornication, drunkenness and the like, he is labeled a grace preacher. I thought the gospel was supposed to teach us to say no to ungodliness and worldly passions. Titus 2:12

The word very clearly tells us that if we deny Christ, he will also deny us. 2 Tim. 2:12 Yet the OSAS teachers say that verse 13 of the same chapter says that God will still keep us. Where did they get that from that verse? The word clearly says that Christ will deny those that deny him. There are many other scriptures to prove this. See Matthew 10:32,33, Also Luke 12:8,9. These teachers that are preaching that Christ saves men in their sins instead of from our sins are twisting the word of God to their own destruction. 2 Peter 3:16

The word warns us to be careful and to take head that no one deceive us. So that we will not be hardened by the deceitfulness of sin. Heb. 3:12-15
Yet these teachers tell people not to check, not to worry and not be concerned about their salvation. They say you don’t get in through works and your not kept out because of bad works. They don’t believe someone can die spiritually even though the word shows us many examples of those that lost their faith or warnings to those that could get close to that kind of a situation. James 5:19-20, Heb. 3:12-15, 2 Peter 2:20-22, 1 Tim. 1:18-20, 2 Peter 3:17, Romans 11:21,22.
The word tells us that if we continue in God’s goodness and if we continue in the faith, we will be saved. Romans 11:13-25 Col. 1:21-23
If means there is a condition. If I say “If you mow my lawn I will give you twenty dollars”. That is telling you two things. The first thing it says is if you don’t mow my lawn I will not give you twenty dollars. The second thing that is obvious is if you do mow it you will receive twenty dollars”. There are many conditions in the word with the word “if” in it.
 “We have come to share in Christ if we hold firmly till the end the confidence we had at first.” Heb. 3:14
 “If we deliberately keep on sinning after we have received the knowledge of the truth, no sacrifice for sins is left, but only a fearful expectation of judgment and of raging fire that will consume the enemies of God." Heb. 10:26
"If they have escaped the corruption of the world by knowing our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ and are again entangled in it and overcome, they are worse off at the end than they were at the beginning.” 2 Peter 2:20


Despite what the once saved always saved teacher preach, the word is clear on the fact that a person can turn their back on God and lose their salvation. I believe according to scripture that a man can stay saved as long as he continues to follow and obey Christ. Jesus told a parable in Luke 15:11-32, of the prodigal son in which a young man turns away from and leaves his father. It goes like this, 

“And he said, A certain man had two sons:

 And the younger of them said to his father, Father, give me the portion of goods that falleth to me. And he divided unto them his living.

Note: The very fact this man is calling him father is proof that he did indeed have eternal life at one point. For who can call God father except those that are redeemed. 

 And not many days after the younger son gathered all together, and took his journey into a far country, and there wasted his substance with riotous living.

How many there are today that think their salvation allowes  them to party and live lives that are against the kingdom of God. 

 And when he had spent all, there arose a mighty famine in that land; and he began to be in want. And he went and joined himself to a citizen of that country; and he sent him into his fields to feed swine. And he would fain have filled his belly with the husks that the swine did eat: and no man gave unto him.

Here this young man has realized that he is bankrupt (spiritually) he has hit rock bottom. He is not only physically hungry but has realized that this world cannot meet his needs. And when he came to himself, he said, How many hired servants of my father's have bread enough and to spare, and I perish with hunger!

 I will arise and go to my father, and will say unto him, Father, I have sinned against heaven, and before thee,

Many people need to be brought to this place of brokenness and reach the end of themselves before they will reach out to God. This is a very sad fact in many lives today. Thank God for His grace. This young man has realized that he has sinned against heaven and his God. He is broken and contrite with a heart full of repentance.
But notice it is the young man that goes initially to God not the other way around. God tells us that if we turn to Him, He will turn to us.

And am no more worthy to be called thy son: make me as one of thy hired servants.

And he arose, and came to his father. But when he was yet a great way off, his father saw him, and had compassion, and ran, and fell on his neck, and kissed him.

 And the son said unto him, Father, I have sinned against heaven, and in thy sight, and am no more worthy to be called thy son.

Notice that the son was truly sorry for his sins and was full of remorse. The Father full of mercy, and love runs out to meet his returning son. Yet the young man could not lift up his head for the shame that he has brought on His fathers name. This young man is a perfect example of another story Jesus told about a Pharisee and a tax collector in Luke 18:11-14.

But the father said to his servants, Bring forth the best robe, and put it on him; and put a ring on his hand, and shoes on his feet: And bring hither the fatted calf, and kill it; and let us eat, and be merry: For this my son was dead, and is alive again; he was lost, and is found. And they began to be merry.

Notice the Father treated the young man as though he never sinned, But the Father did say this, “My son was dead”. So we can tell from these verses that, 

1. The young man was alive once, for the verse says he is alive again. You can only be “alive again” if you were once alive. Meaning he was saved once, but because he left his Father and went out into the world to live like the world, he died spiritually.

2. The verse says that he was lost, and now he is found. So common sense tells us that you cannot lose something unless you own it to begin with. The Father said “he”, his son, was lost. So it is very clear what Jesus was saying. He was telling us that His Father will receive and take back those that have left Him. He was also telling us that it is possible to die spiritually.
 Now his elder son was in the field: and as he came and drew nigh to the house, he heard music and dancing. And he called one of the servants, and asked what these things meant. And he said unto him, Thy brother is come; and thy father hath killed the fatted calf, because he hath received him safe and sound.

 And he was angry, and would not go in: therefore came his father out, and entreated him. And he answering said to his father, Lo, these many years do I serve thee, neither transgressed I at any time thy commandment: and yet thou never gavest me a kid, that I might make merry with my friends: But as soon as this thy son was come, which hath devoured thy living with harlots, thou hast killed for him the fatted calf. And he said unto him, Son, thou art ever with me, and all that I have is thine.

There are some Christians that have a problem with people that have lived retched lives, that end up coming to Christ and finding pardon, and then God uses them mightily when these other Christians have always been believers and obey God and yet they feel slighted because maybe this sinner has been living in sin his whole life and when God gets him he goes out and starts do a mighty work for God. The older brother (Christian) begins to complain to God, “I’ve been serving you all these years and I still don’t have a ministry yet,” or “how can God use that man so mightily and not me”? After all I have been obeying God all these years. God then has to speak to them just like the Father did in the parable and say “…, Son, thou art ever with me, and all that I have is thine.” God is no respect of persons we have access to all His promises, and gifts by faith.

 It was meet that we should make merry, and be glad: for this thy brother was dead, and is alive again; and was lost, and is found.

We should be glade when we see a brother or sister that has come back to the Lord. There should be rejoicing, if the word tells us that angles rejoice when a sinner repents, how much more should we. This verse has many lessons to learn in it. But my main point is this passage teaches us that a person can lose his salvation through disobedience and sin. 

The reason I believe a lot of  non-Pentecostal preachers believe this doctrine of once saved always saved, is they do not have the Spirit to help them to discern the truth. “But the natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of God: for they are foolishness unto him: neither can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned.”  1 Corinthians 2:14 

Many of those that teach this doctrine also teach that the gifts have passed away and the baptism in the Holy Ghost. This is very dangerous because it is the Holy Spirit that will reveal the word to us. John 14:17 says that, “the Spirit of truth, whom the world cannot receive, because it does not see Him or know Him, but you know Him because He abides with you and will be in you.” The Holy Spirit is the “Spirit of truth” if these teachers don’t want the Spirit of truth on God’s terms, why would we trust them to interpret the word for us? “But when he, the Spirit of truth, comes, he will guide you into all truth. He will not speak on his own; he will speak only what he hears, and he will tell you what is yet to come. He will bring glory to me by taking from what is mine and making it known to you. All that belongs to the Father is mine. That is why I said the Spirit will take from what is mine and make it known to you.” John 16:13-15  These verses very clearly tell us that God by his Holy Spirit will make the word known to us. If these guys are rejecting the revelation, and person of the Holy Ghost, why would we want to here how they are interpreting the scriptures? 

These OSAS teachers not only say the gifts have past away they say they are of the devil. They will tell the young believers that walk in the garden daily with their father and fellowship with him, that they are trying to earn their salvation by works. Then they will tell the young man that is living it up in the world breaking not only God's laws but His heart with their wicked ways, and these teachers will say, "See this guy is really trusting God. He is not living in fear he is just trusting God for his salvation".  Yet, the young man that loves His father so much that he tries to imitate him, just as a little child tries to imitate his earthly father, he is called a legalist and that He is living in fear of punishment and of losing his salvation. What perversion of the word. What wickedness has Satan sown in the minds of men.

Well what about grace? What is it? What does it mean, to be “saved by grace”? 

“For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God: Not of works, lest any man should boast.” Eph. 2:8 Grace is God’s unmerited favor for us. He loved us while we where yet sinners. Even though many walk under the Lord’s wrath every day it is His grace that keeps judgment from falling on them. Grace if freely given even though we do not deserve it. Grace is the fact that everyone has sinned and deserves judgment, in the lake of fire, yet God allows us to call on Him, so that He may show us mercy when we cry out for forgiveness. Grace is not a license to sin, but power to turn from it. 

“For the grace of God that bringeth salvation hath appeared to all men, Teaching us that, denying ungodliness and worldly lusts, we should live soberly, righteously, and godly, in this present world;” Titus 2:11,12

So how do we enter into this grace? This grace, that has the power to change our life? By faith! “By whom also we have access by faith into this grace wherein we stand, and rejoice in hope of the glory of God.”  Romans 5:2

Faith is just believing and acting on the Word. If you believe that you are forgiven, you will have confidence with God. If you have confidence with God you can have access to all His promises and provision. If you believe the word you will act accordingly. If you believe you are dead to sin, you will be. 

“Now let us consider the way of restoration: how to get out of this poor experience. The prodigal repented and so must those children of God who have been living within sight of, but not enjoying His promises. Conversion is genrally sudden and a long repentance is usually a long impenitence. Many in the Church of Christ think it must take a long time to get into full salvation. Yes, it will take a long time if you are to do it yourself – indeed, you never will. No, no, friend, if you come and trust God it can be done in a moment. By God’s grace, give yourself up to Him.”  Andrew Murray

The worse thing a new convert can do is give up. He must endure! He must press in. He must let God know that he is serous about his salvation. Salvation starts as Finney once said, “The first act of obedience to God in faith.”  As long as we tell sinners they can never be free from the power of sin, the longer they will live in it, and be deceived. 

They must come to see just the same thing applies for salvation as does for healing. We must believe that it is done, and then put action to it. “Who his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree, that we, being dead to sins, should live unto righteousness: by whose stripes ye were healed.” 1 peter 2:24
Peter tells us that not only did Jesus take our sins, but he killed our sin nature that we being dead to sins can and should live unto righteousness (doing what is right).  Holiness is not hard for the true Christian, He has the law of God on his heart and he obeys God not out of fear, but love. Sin is this, if you know something is wrong, and you do it anyway.  Righteousness is this, if you know what is good, do it. James 4:17 

We are crucified with Christ that our body of sin might be destroyed.  So that we no longer have to sin. Rom. 6:6-11, Gal. 2:20, 5:24 We are dead to sin. Does this mean we are perfect, in that we will never sin at all. I wish! This does mean that we do not live in the indulgence of any known sin. We flee sin. Can we learn to hate sin so much that we will not do it. Absolutely! Listen to Smith Wigglesworth, “What is the difference between hating sin and knowing sin is there, passing it by without seeing it or speaking to it? The latter position will never save you. You have to have a righteous indignation against the powers of evil and the devil. And all the time you are being purified, and you get to the place where you cannot sin.” These men that moved so mighty in faith, even though they may not have preached a lot against sin as people like Wesley, Finney, and Whitefield. But they lived what those men before them preached. In fact Wigglesworth also said, “any man who does not hate sin is no good for God and never makes progress in God.”

One of the great things about getting rid of sin is that it can also help keep your body healthy. Sin can cause sickness to come. Not in all cases, but in some. For instance, some one who smokes is opening the door to lung cancer or emphysema. Someone who drinks could get liver problems. Sexual sins bring sexual diseases.

“For he that soweth to his flesh shall of the flesh reap corruption; but he that soweth to the Spirit shall of the Spirit reap life everlasting.” Gal. 6:8
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
